The private areas of the study, bedrooms, laundry
room, bathroom and master suite, are arranged
in the deep end, on either side of a linear corridor.

Equally important was the change of the

each other. Raw cement, rough ceramic, sleek
metal and brushed wood compose a rich
picture of shades of grey, black, white and
natural hues, avoiding intense colour bursts

to maintain equilibrium.
